Minutes of the Previous Meeting  Agreed.

Matters Arising  
(a) Apologies to Union Council - Ciarán Norris  The Chair informed Council that, following the last meeting, he had investigated the rules and procedures for giving apologies to Council. This was in particular reference to the councillor without portfolio, Ciarán Norris. As a result, he had contacted Ciarán Norris stating, as Chair Council, he was willing to allow him to attend the next Council to give his version of events with regard to his apologies.  Informed Council that Ciarán Norris has now informed him that he would be resigning from Council and, therefore, this was no longer necessary.  Chair, therefore, confirmed that Ciarán Norris had now resigned from Council. 
(b) Apologies to Union Council - Future Procedure   With regard to the rules with regard to future apologies from councillors, the Chair asked that apologies are given in written format either on paper or via email stating the reasons for non-attendance. These apologies should be sent to UST 2 days in advance of the meeting.  Chair stated that he would be meeting with UST to discuss the ruling on what is acceptable as a reason for an apology.  I Adderley asked what would happen if the written apology was not deemed to be valid?  Chair Council stated that he would have to take each case individually and make a judgement. President asked what the procedure would be with regard to a resignation of a member of Council, who was also a volunteer Student Officer  - would they automatically lose their position as the Student Officer?  Chair Council stated that he would also be discussing this issue with UST and checking the rules.

Union Executive Committee and Personnel  President’s report:

Since the last council meeting, the Union has been very busy and active. 

-
On the morning of council I chaired a Trustee meeting, which was overwhelmingly productive, with the acceptance of the accounts.

-
On the 30th I had a productive meeting with our new Black students Officer, who is full of idea’s and I’m sure will make this overdue new position work. 

-
On Wednesday the 31st I had a meeting of the Union Admin team. Which was followed by the University Race equality meeting, finally in the afternoon I dealt with a complaint by a student against a member of university staff?

-
On the 1st I attended the University Ethics Committee, which was positive, and I am confident that as a result of the meeting we have safeguarded the Student Union’s input despite the review of its structure.

-
On Friday the 2nd I dealt with an urgent issue regarding Ladies Hockey, which is still an ongoing disciplinary, however I am confident that with the co-operation of the VP S+L the incident will mark a sea change for the better with the AU.

-
On the 5th of November I was fortunate enough to attend the NUS regional Conference in Manchester. Amongst the highlights was a lengthy discussion around the governance review. In addition I got Election onto National Council, although I would like to take this opportunity to pledge that this will in no way detract from my work within HUU.

Between the 6-9th of November I engaged in an extensive consultation with members of our Athletic Union regarding Initiations, I am currently drawing up my findings.

-
On the 11th of November I laid a reef on behalf of the Student body at the Cenotaph and was impressed by the large student turn-out.

On the 12th I discussed out on going entertainments package, and I am confident that the program for next semester will be the best yet.

-
Between writing this report and Council I will be in Scarborough for a Sabbatical Surgery and also for University Council Away day. In addition I will be meeting with David Lloyd one of the External Trustee’s regarding the establishment of Key Performance Indicators for the Union.

As well as these meetings and events the same strategic issue’s such as the third floor refurbishment and the NUS governance review remain ongoing.

In addition I have dealt with a large amount of confidential casework involving student welfare.

Constitution, Finance & Commercial Services  Union Secretary & Treasurer’s Report:
· Walked round the Union with the University of Hull energy manager and discussed the installation of energy efficient lighting and some water retention devices that regulate how much water is used, and wasted, when flushing!

· Had a tour of the third floor and am pleased to announce that the construction work is progressing well. If you would like to see how it is coming along then visit hullstudent.com for photos.

· Spent a huge amount of time editing Standing Orders 2003 (Governing Elections conducted by ballot of the members of the Union). With a bit of luck they will now be finished. Thanks to Iain Keers for helping out with them.

· Attended the University of Hull Council away day with Ed Marsh and Tom Metcalfe. We gave a presentation to the Council and took questions in relation to how the University of Hull of markets itself.

· Had my first Sabbatical Surgery. I sat down outside the bar in Scarborough and spoke to a number of students about issues that they face specifically on the Scarborough Campus. I also took questions and comments about the role the HUU plays on their campus.

· Browsed a catalogue of bins, sounds more fun than it was, with Mark Clayton. Our aim is to purchase some recycling bins which will be located throughout the union. 

· Drove down to Essex University with Chair Campaigns. Our visit included a tour of their student union and also saw us take on the role of observers in their elections to various committees. A report of this trip can be provided via Chair Campaigns.

· Attended the Campus Improvement Working Group and was showcased some beautiful photography now being displayed on the ground floor of the Wilberforce building.

· Organised HUU’s first Annual General Meeting which will take place on the 21st November. I urge all members to attend as a free buffet will be put on.

· Had our first quarterly budget review with Graham Jackson (Finance Manager).

-
I Adderley asked if UST was working on organising the AGM due to take place on Wednesday and what had been done to advertise this event as the quoracy required was 2% of the student population?  UST stated that it had been advertised as a facebook group; was also on www.hullstudent.com; and posters displayed.  

-
I Adderley stated that, according to the rules, advertising should be done 5 days in advance and yet he had seen nothing displayed in the Student’s Union or halls of residence; there had been no mention on the “What’s On” advertising; and there was no agenda on www.hullstudent.com.  UST stated that marketing material had been slow in being produced due to other priorities and also admitted that he had been slow in promoting the event.
-
I Adderley stated that if advertising was only going out for the AGM today, what will happen if the meeting does not reach quoracy?  UST stated that the meeting would still go ahead and if quoracy is not reached, then will have to look at how it can be made a better event.

-
I Adderley stated that the Constitution clearly states that advertising should be 5 days in advance and asked why UST had not done this?  UST stated that he “held up his hands” that he had not done this and stated that it was the first time an AGM had been held and he had received no previous training on it.
-
I Adderley stated that the new Constitution promotes democracy and he felt it was diabolical that one of the most important meetings in the Student’s Union calendar was receiving less advertising that an entertainment event held on a Wednesday night in Asylum.  UST explained that he had submitted the publicity material last Tuesday to the Marketing Dept; then NUS elections had taken over his priority; he was then off sick on Thursday and had a day’s annual leave on Friday.  This is why publicity material had been late in being sent out.  

-
I Adderley stated that UST had known for semester 1 that quoracy of the AGM requires 300 people and he felt it was not good enough that he had not publicised the event or published an agenda. Stated that it was Council’s remit to scrutinise and hold sabbaticals to account.  UST stated that he had no problem with Council holding him to account and asking him questions.
-
VP(AR) asked I Adderley what he would like to be done now?  I Adderley stated that there was still some time to advertise the event.

-
E Kinloch asked UST how long he had known about holding an AGM?  UST stated that it was since June. E Kinloch asked if UST, in hindsight, should have done more forward planning for the event?  UST confirmed that on reflection he should have.
-
I Adderley referred to the Open Policy Forums and subsequent Referendum and asked why the Referendum was not held?  UST stated that he had spoken to the Marketing Department about publicising this event and have agreed to publicise it for next week.  

-
I Adderley asked why the Referendum had not taken place in the last 2 weeks as stated in the rules?  UST stated that he was still working on the voting process for this and visited Essex University to see how it can be implemented and campaigned for.  Stated that it will happen next week.
-
E Kinloch asked if arrangements had been made for the referendum before the first Open Policy Forum had taken place?  UST stated that they had not.  

-
E Kinloch again asked UST if, in hindsight, he should not have done some forward planning?  UST agreed and stated that himself and the President had since set up a wall planner detailing the timings and arrangements needed for these events.

-
President stated that he personally felt that the Open Policy Forums had been a “shambles” so far but that they have got to work under the new Constitution.  Need to ensure that HUU is a far more democratic place and is opened up to all students.  Need to look at how to re-energise these events and stated that Council should take some responsibility in their role as councillors to promote Open Policy Referendums and Forums. Suggested that UEC and councillors collectively need to make these events a success. 
-
B Nason stated that he felt that the Open Policy Forums and Referendums were not democratic as they were of no interest to the general student body. Chair Council stated that he may be out of order as Chair Council, but he felt that it was councillors’ job, as they were elected to represent students, that they endeavour to reverse student apathy and get them involved.
-
President stated that he welcomed the setting up of a consultation group to promote Student’s Union democracy and to look at making Open Policy Forums and Referendums more student friendly and also look at possible questions to put to referendum. Chair Campaigns stated that the Campaigns Committee already exists to look at these issues and a meeting was due to take place on Thursday night and councillors are more than welcome to attend.

K Davies asked what division of this group would be being sent to Scarborough?  Chair Campaigns stated that he would be more than welcome to come over to Scarborough to discuss this.  S Francis suggested that Scarborough students are emailed about the issue.  Ch Campaigns agreed that this would be possible.

Scarborough Campus  Vice-President (Scarborough Campus) Report: 
· The Vice-President is pleased to report a 400%+ increase in sports/societies membership sign-ups.

· The Vice-President has held recent open surgeries with the President, Union Secretary and Treasurer, Vice-President for Academic Representation, Vice-President for Welfare and Equality, the Chair of Campaigns and a report summarising these discoveries will be brought to the table at the Scex meeting.

· The Vice-President has surveyed more than 300 students about the catering operation on the Scarborough campus and is preparing to report these findings to the Catering Review.

· The Vice-President has canvassed the opinion of more than 100 Fresher’s from Cayley halls and more than 100 students from external houses about the possibility of smoking shelters being built on the campus. 

· The Vice-President has been representing the Scarborough Campus on the Student Experience Committee and has joined the working groups for “The parity of Student facilities on the Hull and Scarborough campuses” and to “Monitor library issues relevant to the Student Experience”. The Vice-President will be keen to report back any progress that is made and will be collaborating with the Dean of the Campus and Facilities staff on the campus to ensure wide representation from both the staff and students.

· The Vice-President has met Nick Taylor, the director of the Scarborough Renaissance project with the view to hosting a forum on the Scarborough campus for young people in order to input their thoughts into the future of the Renaissance project. This is being organised by the Vice-President in conjunction with Alison Robinson and Yorkshire Coast College.

· Scarborough’s international students have finally been integrated into the Union properly this year. We have already seen trips to York and Cambridge sandwiching an international party and there is more to come with a trip to Manchester and even trips abroad next Semester! We have dozens of members signed up to the International Student Association and there will be elections held for an International Officer on the Student Union Executive team in Scarborough before Christmas which will enable a strong interaction with our International Students.

· The Vice-President is pleased to report the Union managed to raise in excess of £400 during the Breast Cancer Awareness and members of his team died their hair pink at the start of the week with the aim of raising the awareness of our fundraising efforts and it then led to a team of 10 people flying round the campus on the Friday itself in full pink raising a lot of money.

· The Vice-President is currently making the final preparations for Children in Need – with a party fundraiser night planned in Calvino’s bar.

· The Vice-President is currently waiting for the University Legal team to confirm the legitimacy of the Alliance and Leicester cash machine contract so that we can pursue the conclusion of the deal. The Vice-President is hoping the machine will be installed at latest for the new semester – as promised by the Alliance and Leicester representative. 

· The Vice-President is currently involved in discussions with the University about the move of the Students’ Union.

S Francis asked what the plans for SHAG week were for the Scarborough campus?  Stated that there was no mention of Scarborough on this issue in VP(W&E)’s report and that she felt that Scarborough students had every right to have awareness raised of the issues.  VP(W&E) stated that he had contacted Alison Wood to enquire whether the facilities provided for Hull could also be provided at Scarborough but she had stated that they were unable to extend these to Scarborough.  Stated that he had also enquired if there could be a “one off” drop in event at Scarborough.

S Francis asked how VP(W&E) was going to help raise sexual health awareness at the Scarborough campus as she felt that Scarborough students had just the same rights to this?  VP(W&E) explained that Corner House organise the events with HUU and they do not have the resources to extend this facility to Scarborough. Stated that there isn’t a similar organisation or initiatives in Scarborough that will do this.

E Kinloch asked what main points were brought by students during the sabbatical roadshow?  VP(W&E) stated that it was mainly complaints about the music played in Asylum on Saturday nights but, in general, students were happy with their Student’s Union.  E Kinlock asked what the students thought was wrong with the music?  VP(W&E) stated that it was repetitive and the same songs every week.

E Kinloch asked what the main campaign was for the end of term?  Ch Campaigns stated that all the information on current campaigns was in his report but briefly summarised the following: KWF: still negotiating with the University over changing the timetable. Together with Pres and VP(S&L) have agreed to organise a “wear your kit” day on a Wednesday to raise awareness.  Student Safety: have been working with VP(W&E) on holding a safety event in conjunction with the police on 6 and 7th December - will involve around 15 stalls of information.  Vote 2008: working on publicity for the AGM on Wednesday and publicising Open Forums.

E Kinloch suggested putting posters up in departments to raise awareness of campaigns.  Ch Campaigns confirmed that he had looked into this and there isn’t anyone specifically responsible for displaying posters in individual departments.  Previously, flyers have been handed out.  VP(AR) added that himself and VP(M&V) had worked over the summer on having “What’s On” boards in each University building as the University is not keen on flyering within buildings.  Will be working further on “What’s On” boards to try and rebuild this link with the University.

S Wood asked what the outcome was from the report on the visit to Essex University?  Ch Campaigns explained that part of the Union strategy and objectives was to work on the changes in governance.  This is why the visit took place to Essex to see how they deal with this.  As a result, sabbatical surgeries had proved successful so have taken this on board.  Also, looked at how they deal with elections. In comparison to HUU elections, they did not seem so stringent on rules but this had resulted in less “gentlemanly conduct”.

I Adderley asked if Chair Campaigns would be working over the next 2 days to advertise the AGM?  Chair Campaigns confirmed that he would be.
