6. Finances
Chair informed the Exec she had had a meeting with Peter West-Oram (VP F&D) and Graham Jackson (Finance Manager) to discuss the financial situation for next year.  The Union will be donating £24,000 and James Reckitt Foundation will be donating £2,500 as per last year, however, in order for HUSSO to run as it has in the past it needs £40,000 to run all the projects, including the annual events.  Currently HUSSO is not in such a financial setting that this can happen therefore there is a lot of fund-raising to do next year if the annual events such as the Adults Holiday, Kids Summer Party, etc are to take place.  Chair informed the Exec she would do a lot of background work for them and provide them with a list of people/companies etc which they can contact in order to request funding.  The Chair stressed it is down to the A/C’s and Officers of the Exec to apply and complete the forms not the Chair/Chair Elect.
7. 2007-2008 Budgets
Chair explained she would be holding a further meeting with VP (F&D) to organise the budgets and split up the finances for each area.  Once this has taken place she will inform each A/C of the amount they have for their area.  Again the Chair stressed the importance of fund-raising if they still want HUSSO to continue providing the work which it currently does and to the high-standard which it is extremely proud of doing so.  Put quite simply, if no fund-raising is done, no projects will be going out.  Chair informed the Exec that there would be a lot of work to do over the summer and they should keep in contact on a weekly/bi-weekly basis with the Chair Elect.  This communication must be a two-way thing in order for it to work, again it is not down to the Chair Elect it is down to the Exec to do their jobs.
8. CVP
Chair informed the Exec that the SMT would be meeting tomorrow (Tuesday 1 May) in order to come to a decision regarding what was discussed at last weeks meeting.  Once she had some information on the decision she would inform the Exec.
9. Clinical Psychology Project

(Kids A/C entered the meeting).

Chair informed the Exec she had attended a meeting earlier in the day regarding this potentially new HUSSO Project.  The Project is an opportunity for a maximum of 7 student volunteers to work with the Clinical Psychologists in the NHS and work with adults of 45 years and over who have been diagnosed with a form of low-level mental disorder who are still living in their own homes.  This project is about combating socialisation and would involve the volunteer being trained in memory restoring techniques amongst others.  It would be restricted to 2nd year students with an interest in old people and volunteering with one recruitment date only, possibly some time in October and they would be expected to attend a one-day training course.  The student would be supervised and attend regular meetings.
The Chair went on to ask the Exec if HUSSO would be interested and willing to take on the project.  Comms Officer said it could only be a positive project.  Chair Elect asked who would decide on who gets the places and who doesn’t.  Chair explained their would be a system where the Chair would make a decision and then, if necessary, an interview would take place following the strict criteria which would have to be adhered to.  Kids A/C  asked as to how regular the meetings would be.  The Chair explained that once the volunteer is paired up with a client they would meet up every week, dependent on the client.  With no further questions the Chair took the question to vote.  The outcome was a unanimous agreement to take the Clinical Psychology Project on as a HUSSO Project.  The Chair informed the Exec she would need to work closely with Chair Elect and the Clinical Psychologies to set up the process.  

The Chair went on to discuss the Older Peoples Network which is a group of charities/companies etc who can inform people what is available to old people in Hull.  From this connection HUSSO can forward any participants on to the relevant people should we feel that necessary.  The chair informed the Exec she has a meeting on Thursday regarding this and she will report back at the next meeting.
10. Handbook (Chair)
Everyone had emailed the paragraphs to the Chair as previously requested apart from Training Officer who was to do that tomorrow (Tuesday 1 May).
11. Training (Chair Elect)
Chair Elect gave a reminder of the training date - Child Protection Training on Wednesday 9 May 1:30 to 3:30pm in Room3.
Chair Elect asked Training Officer to contact Sue Swetez and organise a First Aid Training Session.

Chair informed the Exec that as no projects are going out due to the end of the year and exams no CRB’s are to be completed until re-registering in September/October 2007.

12. Kids Summer Party (Chair)
Chair stressed that there is a lack of support and volunteers for the Kids Summer Party which is taking place this Saturday (5 May).  Chair asked all Exec to attend and if they could not, please could they inform either Kids A/C or KwSN A/C or herself.
Chair thanked Charles, Craig and Kirsty for attending and supporting the Adults BBQ last Saturday (28 April).

13. Project Co-ordinators (Chair)
Once again this is being brought up.  The Chair stressed yet again it is not her job, or that of the Admin Assistant, to keep chasing up the information required.  It was first minuted in February and still A/C’s have not provided the information.  Chair expressed grave concern for the fact that the Exec are struggling with a minor task such as this, and is extremely worried about how they are going to cope next year.  She went on to say that if people are struggling they should say so and not just ignore things hoping they will go away.
14. Review for Hullstudent.com (Comms Officer)
Comms Officer requested some information from the Chair in order for it to be place on Hullstudent.com and asked about a group photograph of the Exec.  The Chair explained that, as next weeks Exec meeting would be her last one, she would be bringing her camera as she would like a group photograph taken for herself - this would be forwarded to the Comms Officer for publication on the website.
15. Review for Hullfire (Comms Officer)
Comms Officer said she was unsure of the deadline date for articles.  The Chair said she would check with VP (M&C) and get back to her with the date.

16. Any Other Business
· Chair Elect said he had heard something about Millennium Volunteers changing their name.  As no-one had heard anything similar the Chair agreed to check with the contact for Millennium Volunteers.
· Adults A/C asked the Chair if she could incorporate Rising Sun in the new Befriending Scheme which she wishes to set-up.  Chair recommended that Adults A/C and Chair Elect arrange a meeting to discuss.

· Chair explained that she was given two reserve tickets for the End of Year Ball plus five others to hand out to volunteers who she felt was worthy.  She decided on the three drivers -Cheryl Coffey (who could not accept as she was working), Zandie Forrest and James Elliott.  She also gave them to Kathryn Arbuckle, Cheryl Smith, Sara Van Arsdell (who could not attend as she was also working), and Stephanie Page.  She went on to explain that Chris Lyne was also given a ticket from VP (F&D) as he had been a great support to the VP at the time of the Sabbatical Elections.
· Chair enquired as to which projects are still going out.  Chair explained that the A/C’s need to talk to their individual P/C’s as when the participants call the office it is herself and the Admin Assistant who have to deal with the calls from people who are not told what is happening.  She stressed she now expects all P/C’s to phone all their participants and inform them of what is happening regarding their projects.  If the project is not running now until September/October, tell the participants and herself and the Admin Assistant so they know what is happening also.

· Minute Secretary reminded the Exec yet again, that they must provide a report for the minutes.  If there is nothing to report a simple ‘nothing to report this week/no forth-coming meetings’ is better than no report at all.

· Chair closed the meeting by reminding the Exec it is imperative they keep in contact with Chair Elect over the summer as their will still be decision to make.
