Standing Orders
3) It has been brought to the attention of the Executive Board that the Broadcasting Committee standing orders, as ratified by the Union Council, have not been followed in previous years due to lack of members within the Broadcasting Sub-Committee. It is the decision of the Executives, along with Wayne Buisst, that, given the record number of members of the Sub-Committee, the official standing orders must now be adhered to.

4) The following changes will therefore be imposed upon the Executive Board:

i) The positions of Executive Treasurer and Secretary merge to become Executive Secretary Treasurer; this position is to be held by the former Executive Treasurer Richard Gray.
ii) The standing orders state that a position of Head of News must be filled; however it is the decision of the Executives, following discussions with Wayne Buisst, that this position is impractical for a single individual to hold, given the enormity of the workload.

iii) The position of Head of Events is not stated in the standing orders, and has therefore been offered as a managerial role to the former Head of Events, Mark Payne, who has accepted the duties.
Code of Conduct

5. The Code of Conduct for both the Executive Board of the Broadcasting Committee and the members of the Broadcasting Sub-Committee will be rewritten over the Christmas period to suit the changes being made, and will then be sent for ratification by the Union Council.

6. Members are reminded to familiarise themselves with the rules and conditions of the presenter contracts, as there have been recent breaches brought to the attention of the Executives.
Jam Radio Handbook

7. Aine Murphy informed the Sub-Committee of the decision to compose and print a handbook to be given to each member. The handbook will be compiled over Christmas and should be ready for printing in the new year. Suggestions for content from the Sub-Committee were observed and noted.

Pitching

8. Marc Falconer reminded the Sub-Committee that he is the main contact for pitching ideas for those members wishing to have their own shows. His contact details can be found on the studio notice-board, and he will organise a mutual date and time for pitching.

Food and Drink

9. Marc Falconer made clear that food and drink in the studio and around equipment will not be tolerated. The equipment in the studios is worth a huge amount of money, and Jam Radio cannot afford to repair or replace any equipment damaged or destroyed by negligence.
10. There is a strict no alcohol or drugs rule for all members. Any members found drinking alcohol or to be in the possession of drugs within the studio will be told to leave Jam Radio and the Broadcasting Sub-Committee with immediate effect.

11. Ellie Miles has devised a comments and suggestions box, which will be located in the back office of the studios for anybody to contribute to.
SRA Chart

12. Oni Ozuzu gave the Broadcasting Sub-Committee his thanks for their involvement and enthusiasm in the SRA Music Chart on Sunday.

Facebook

13. Jon Lawley reminded those at the meeting that there is a Jam Radio members group on Facebook, and urged those who haven’t already to join. The group is an ideal and popular way to circulate news related to Jam Radio quickly and to ensure as many people receive it as possible.
Events Group

14. The new Events Manager, Mark Payne, declared the Events Group as live.

Referendum

15. Wayne Buisst, the VP Media and Volunteering for the University Union, commented on the referendum within the union and urged all members to vote regarding University Union playout for Jam Radio, and other issues. Voting can be done online at hullstudent.com.

Voting for the New Executive Board

16. Wayne Buisst reminded members that the voting for the Executive Board positions occurs during week 7 of the second semester. For this, the current executive board must stand down and voting rules apply in accordance to the standing orders for the Broadcasting Committee.

Ed Bicknell Interview

17. Richard Gray notified members that, following this meeting, Ria Farrell would conduct a recorded telephone interview with Mr Ed Bicknell, graduate of the University of Hull and former manager of Dire Straits, which will be aired at a later date. Apologies were made for not opening this interview up sooner to others, but due to time constraints a decision had to be made.

18. The Executive Board are hopeful that more interviews will be made available through contacts being made and contacts already known, and the opportunity for members of the Broadcasting Sub-Committee to conduct these will arise.

Questions Raised
19. A question was taken regarding the Jam Radio website and reasons why it had not been updated recently. The Executive Board made clear that this was, and had been for some time, a concern that had been discussed in Executive meetings, and Wayne Buisst explained that he had consulted with the University Union’s own promotions team to negotiate their help. They have agreed to take over the design, running and updating of the website, keeping the current domain name but redirecting to a site alongside HullStudent.com which they already maintain. This should abolish any neglect to the Jam Radio website in the future, and open a wider range of opportunities regarding design, layout and features.

20. A further question was taken regarding the lack of minutes from previous meetings that had been taken by the former Secretary, who reasoned that, following a technical problem, the electronic copies of previous minutes had been lost. The new Secretary Treasurer, Richard Gray, assured members that this will not affect the publishing of future minutes and that further measures will be taken in order that there will be both a paper copy and electronic copy available to all within the Broadcasting Sub-Committee.
The meeting was closed thereafter by Aine Murphy, and the Executive Board wished all members a happy holiday.

This meeting was noted by the Broadcasting Committee and covered activities both from Wednesday 3rd December, and future activities.
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
