Jam Elections
5) By Wednesday of week 6 of the second semester, anybody interested in standing for the position of Station Manager must notify Aine Murphy. The candidate names will then be posted publically at 12 noon on the Wednesday of week 7.

Schedule

10) New contracts for all members, presenters and guests/interviewees will soon be available. The basic rules still apply, for example: do not swear on air; do not broadcast offensive or obscene material; do not canvas for votes or take a biased view with regard to elections of any kind, etc.

11) A reminder that weekday slots begin and end at quarter past the hour. Please ensure you are present at least five minutes before your show begins, to allow time for the changeover. Weekends are slightly different due to the SRA Chart Show; these slots begin and end on the hour. Please do not be late to your own show; it reflects badly on the station as a whole.

12) A reminder that any guests on any show, either for interview or simply to sit in on broadcasting, must have been drawn to the attention of, and confirmed by, the Exec. No unauthorised persons should be in the studio at any time. 

HUU Elections
13) All candidates will hopefully be interviewed on Jam Radio.
14) There will be 2 hour shows every day from 12.15pm-2.15pm where those standing for elections may debate, discuss and answer questions put to them. Again, no unauthorised guests should be present, and these shows will be overseen by the Exec at all times.

16) The intention is to have another live broadcast from the results night, where the winners will be announced and interviews and suchlike will be made available at that time. Again, contact Aine if you wish to get involved. There will be a meeting this Sunday at 4pm to elaborate on the details further for those who are contributing.
