1. Apologies
Amy Harrop (Societies Officer) had called in Ill and gave her apologies.

2. Minutes from previous meeting

CS approved the minutes from previous meeting.

3. Matters Arising

CS Stated there were no matters arising.
4. Chair Report

CS meeting with UM & P discussing enhancing HUU structure. Structure not delivered in service for the previous two years. UM & CS preparing plan to restructure, will deliver plan to SEC in next few weeks to get feedback before presenting it to UEC.

CS can’t attend training in Hull next week but asked material to be forwarded to him.

5. COMMUNITY ZONE

VO
Not done a lot. Volunteer list from freshers fayre in Hull meaning can’t contact volunteers. Happened due to VO missing fayre due to illness. Has asked for copy to be sent from Hull.
Children In Need posters been put up to gauge interest.
IO
Setting up International committee in Scarborough. Can’t have full structure like in Hull. Hull have 13 members, Scarborough will have 7: European Rep., Asia & Oceania Rep., African Rep., American Rep., President, Treasurer & Secretary. Positions to be elected. UM stated that the election nomination deadline for remaining scarb exe. positions are Friday 24th with following Friday election day. ACS currently doing advertising for positions. UM suggested advertising roles on same marketing.
Organising trip to Hull for Scarborough students. Will contact Line, Hull IO. Needs people with first aid training, only has one person at moment. Needs minibus drivers to drive students down and back. ACS mentioned minibus training taking place 19th/20th/21st of October.  IO states trip will be just for the day. Starting off small before big trips. CS reminds IO of travel rules. IO considering whether good idea to stay overnight in Hull to offer students at night out in Asylum. UM mentions concerns over night driving issue after ice hockey incident. P suggested it could be ok if there were two drivers per minibus & union transport was used. Trips to York & Whitby also ideas for IO. Public transport considered better option. CS suggested minibus might be cheaper option. IO only £5.50 for return to Whitby and no need to find minibus drivers. IO considering guides for trips to York & Hull to give students a better experience.

IO suggested running sport events for International Students similar to one already arranged by university & having National themed nights with music, food from a certain country. First step getting contact details. Already has fresher international student contacts, now needs more continuing students. Other ideas include paintballing, Go Ape & guitar hero tournament. SpO suggested holding it at PS1 or PS2 for better screens. 

IO considering running a night in Blue Lounge, £3 non-ISA & £1 ISA. Get Cypriot student Aristos to DJ.

9. WELFARE ZONE
WO waiting for response from UM over staging Mental Health day. Canteen booked for mash potato sculpturing. Needs microphones & speakers for Open Mic. UM confirmed Calvino’s was booked for night.

WO mentioned Movember. CS stated was worth doing and WO thought CS should take charge.

WO thought Blue Lounge was warm up to Mansion and asked how to improve the night. WO mentioned holding a night at the weekend. Problems with students mixing with locals made it not a viable option. UM topic should be an AOB but on the issue, Blue Lounge not as good as Mansion though Mansion has problems: unstable, different management in previous years & rumours not paying certain fees. Blue Lounge already established though would be reviewed after October.
 WO suggested undercutting market with cheaper drinks. P stated the minimum for drink prices was £1.20 and the union could not be seen to promote binge drinking. UM national standard for drink prices at universities. Problem is union owns nowhere. P asked for figures of the success of the union nights. WO asked the cost of Blue Lounge. UM cost is only time & marketing. Promoter gets percentage on door of wed only. IO Wednesday night not working due to lack of numbers. UM need student feedback, promoter will listen to suggestions. WO themed music will help, r ‘n’ b upstairs. WO & IO students put off by door prices, not getting enough for money though marketing working well. CS proposed survey on Spank night. UM Entertainment committee being set up for this purpose, they will do the survey.
8. SPORT ZONE
BUSA yesterday. Badminton won first BUSA match against Teeside. Should win league though SpO is a bit biased being their President as well. Rugby lost their first game so did football and netball, IO stated the latter lost 20-9 after losing captain when in a winning position.
Good communication with Presidents so far, all going well with sport.

Get Active in Scarb off to a not too good start with only two people turning up to freshers’. On a positive note the two who were freshers’ later attended badminton.

Rugby & Badminton had team socials at their sponsors. SpO will help get the sports teams to Blue Lounge to help the union night. UM asked SpO to sit on entertainment committee. SpO could not join due to being too busy.

CS wanted to help get American Football access to 6th form college facilities. SpO had not heard from club. UM stated they need to register their club. CS suggested connection between Hull & Scarb teams. ACS there was already connection as both presidents are brothers. SpO will get in contact with Scarb president.
SpO questions what is needed for zone meeting later and what it entails. P plays down fears that nothing needs to really be prepared. WO can’t attend welfare zone due to prior plans. VO can’t attend but has already notified.

IO Queried on the progress of PDF letters assessable to students. VO Questioned the purpose of it due to being able to change address and had no problem himself. IO his letters were still going to his home in Czech Rep. CS contacting I.T. to see whether PDF database of letters is possible on e-bridge. ACS The project is also there to print off letters if lost.

SpO Discussed £1000 new sport & society budget, going to equally share money. WO Previous meeting stated they would vote on what would be done. CS Bring item to next meeting to confirm.

SpO Rumours Spa being renovated during time for graduation and it will be held at Bridlington instead. Confirmation request on where it would be and would prefer it in Hull if Spa not available. UM Student Services in Quad 3 looks after it. CS Too far into future. SpO Doesn’t want to leave it last minute. P Confirm details with the University first. VO Open day talks state graduation in Scarborough. VO Would prefer graduation in Bridlington. SpO Grand Hotel as alternative venue.
